A new model of theatrical time indicates that 

Sant’angelo was peculiar in these respects:

-works were performed erratically, not continuously

-patronage was nondescript, often lapsed

-staffing resources varied from night to night

-turnover in impresari was higher than at any other theater

-while the rest of Venice gravitated either towards Austrian grandeur or Neapolitan lunacy, SA offered flimsy odd plots for obscure clients people. 

-As producer, V dependent primarily on private patronage. Could not adapt to the rise of public and the shifts in taste brought about by it. He wanted private audiences with distinguished people. Had to appeal viva voce.
